Dear Parents, Students and Members of the Meadows Valley Community,
It has been a very eventful September at Meadows Valley School. The high school and junior high football and volleyball teams started practices in August and have had games each week. September was a busy time for our school counselor and test coordinator, Alisha Pope. The fall I.R.I. or Idaho Reading Indicator was administered to our Meadows Valley Kindergartners to 3rd Graders. The I.R.I.  is a reading test which is administered a minimum of two times each school year (fall and spring), to all Idaho public school students in grades Kindergarten through the 3rd grade. It is a ten minute assessment which measures the skills each student should have mastered by the time of testing. The I.R.I. identifies those students who may need more intensive support in gaining early reading skills. 
Another important assessment given this fall to our Meadows Valley high school student’s grades 10th through 12th were the I.S.A.T.’s, which stands for Idaho Standards Achievement Test. The state requires each student to score a “proficient” or better to graduate. The subjects tested are reading, language usage, and mathematics. For more information about what tests and assessments are coming up and the dates and times, be sure to visit the Parent Information page on the main website. 

Elementary Awards for citizenship, academics, and improvement will begin in October. The first assembly is scheduled for the 1st of October at 8:15 A.M. This is an important event that will be repeated throughout the school year so be sure to plan on coming to support our young people for their outstanding work and achievements. By the time you receive this newsletter, the Open House, Back to School night will be over. I hope many of you came to visit with the teachers and staff and enjoyed the Taco Feed sponsored by the Cheerleaders. The Book Fair in the school library is over too, but hopefully you had the opportunity to stop in. A special thanks to Mrs. Mc Connor for ordering such great books.
